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COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
FEBRUARY 13, 2013

ATTENDANCE

Present: Mayor William C. Collins and Council members Walter Bailey, Aaron Brown, Kima
Garten-Schmidt, Bob Jackson and Bill McIntosh. Mayor Pro Tem Terry Jenkins was absent. Also
present were Lisa Wallace, Director of Administrative Services & Clerk-Treasurer and G.W. Parker,
Town Attorney. Members of the press and the public were duly notified of the meeting and were
also present.

CALL TO ORDER

The regular monthly meeting of Summerville Town Council was called to order at 7:30 p.m. on
Wednesday, February 13, 2013 in Council Chambers. The meeting was opened with prayer by Mr.
Brown, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

PRESENTATIONS

Mayor Collins announced the first item on the agenda was a presentation from the Flowertown
Garden Club. Members of the Flowertown Garden Club presented the Town of Summerville with
an original oil on canvas by Cecile Langham Cothran to commemorate the Flowertown Garden
Club’s 60" anniversary. Mayor Collins thanked the Flowertown Garden Club and accepted the gift
on behalf of the Town. Mrs. Cothran added that 100% of the proceeds from the sale of the prints
would go toward Flowertown Garden Club projects.

Mayor Collins then called forward Mike Tumner who was present to provide an update on Dorchester
School District II. Mr. Turner updated the members of Council on security audits that were
performed at all of the area school campuses adding that any inequities or shortfalls that were
identified have been addressed. He reported that additional directives would be in place by the end
of the school year. Mayor Collins thanked Mr. Turner for his update.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Mayor Collins called for any comments from the citizens. Mr. Louis Smith announced that the Low
Country Black Historic Society will be honoring Summerville Police Chief Bruce Owens for his

professionalism and dedication to the community. The program will held on February 24, 2013 at
4:00 p.m. at Summerville High School.

Mr. Melvin McClellan of 203 Gardenia Street thanked Council for the update on the school district
and also expressed appreciation for the new lights in the Robynwyn subdivision. He reported that
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there are some ditches in that area that need to be cleaned and requested that someone from the town
take a look at them.

Mr. Adrian Kwist, a Summerville resident for 47 years, spoke about the proposed skateboard park.
He stated that he is in full support of the park but the proposed location is not in the best interest of
the people that live in that area. He stated he does not believe the park would have been built in an
upscale neighborhood and felt it was unfair. He stated that an alternate and better suited location
would be at Gahagan park and asked Council to reconsider the location for the skateboard park.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS
Mr. Jackson made a motion, seconded by Mr. Brown, to approve the minutes of the January 9,
2013 Council meeting as submitted. The motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF COMMITTEE REPORTS

Mr. McIntosh made a motion, seconded by Mr. Jackson, to approve the February 11, 2013
Finance Committee report, the February 6, 2013 Planning and Development Committee report
and the February 6, 2013 Public Safety Committee report as submitted. The motion carried
unanimously.

PETITIONS

Mr. Bailey made a motion, seconded by Mrs. Garten-Schmidt to accept the petition and have
first reading of an ordinance to annex to TMS #’s 130-13-00-081, 130-13-00-082 and 130-09-00-
007 located at 312, 314 and 414 N. Maple Street and owned by Kapstone Charleston Kraft, LLC
to be zoned I 2 “Industrial”. The motion carried unanimously.

PENDING BILLS AND RESOLUTIONS

Mr. Jackson made a motion, seconded by Mrs. Garten-Schmidt to have second and final reading of
an ordinance to annex approximately 76.5 acres, known as Dorchester County TMS# 161-00-00-
030, and .94 acres, known as Dorchester County TMS# 161-00-00-032, currently zoned TRM,
Transitional Residential District; and, 247.02 acres, known as Dorchester County TMS# 161-00-00-
042, currently zoned R4, Multifamily Residential District, owned by the South Carolina Department
of Parks, Recreation and Tourism and/or the State of South Carolina and known as the Colonial
Dorchester State Historic Site located on Dorchester Road and SC Hwy. 61 to be zoned PL, Public
Lands. The motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Mclntosh made a motion, seconded by Mr. Bailey, to have second and final reading of an
ordinance to amend ordinance #12-0204 to clarify the authority and responsibility of conducting the
Town of Summerville elections. The motion carried unanimously.

INTRODUCTION OF BILLS AND RESOLUTIONS

Mr. McIntosh made a motion, seconded by Mr. Jackson to introduce and give first reading of an
ordinance to rezone TMS #130-15-03-010 located at 605 W. 5" N, Street from R2 “Single Family
Residential” to B2 “Neighborhood Business Centers”. The motion carried unanimously.
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MISCELLANEQUS

Mr. Bailey reported that he recently read an article that the Secular Humanists of the Lowcountry
were initially denied a booth at the Flowertown Festival and then granted approval after a threat of
litigation. He added that the situation becomes complicated because the Town of Summerville
allows the Summerville Family YMCA to use public property for their event. He feels like the town
should be more involved in the process of determining which organizations should be allowed or not
allowed to use public property in the best interest of the Town of Summerville. Mr. Bailey made a
motion that the town contact the Summerville Family YMCA to obtain a list of organizations that
have applied for booths and have been turned down in the last 5 years. In addition, he made a
motion to request that the town attorney investigate the situation to see if there is a federal law that
would prohibit the town or the YMCA from denying the secular humanists a booth at the
Flowertown Festival. Mr. Jackson seconded both motions. Both motions carried unanimously.

ADJOURN
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 7:56 p.m. on motion of Mrs. Garten-
Schmidt, seconded by Mr. Brown.
